First, infla-

tion is officially over 31% this 

month alone.  The actual rate of 

inflation is much higher.  We 

ask for your prayers as we trust 

God to meet each and every 

need.  Second, it is becoming 

much harder to obtain long term 

visas.  We are currently on stu-

dent visas.  It has been our plan 

to obtain an investor’s visa once 

we have completed our lan-

guage studies.  However, the 

government has changed the 

requirements on starting a busi-

ness or investing in an existing 

business by increasing the 

needed investment from 

$10,000 to $100,000.  In addi-

tion, they are placing different 

requirements on the other types 

of visa’s.  On our student visa, 

we are prohibited from work-

ing.  It has been that work was 

anything done for pay; how-

ever, that has changed to any-

thing done on a regular basis.  

We will have to leave Mongo-

lia in May 2009 and go to 

China for a couple of weeks to 

rework our visas.  This will 

cost about $3500.  Please pray 

with us as we seek God’s will 

regarding the visa situation 

here in Mongolia.  Third, The 

English service is going well.  

We have had a high of 46 and 

are looking for a larger place to 

meet.  This picture was taken on 

October 26th.  We appreciate 

your prayers for this ministry.  

Fourth, Bayanmunkh has re-

turned from the countryside and 

we have been able to resume 

our Bible study.  His faithful-

ness to this Bible study is a 

great blessing to us.  Please 

continue to pray for his salva-

tion.
